Objective


The following checklist is to be used for the pre-Hearing Review


1. Have the protocol and other practice direction steps been complied with?


2. Have each of the directions given at the CMC and any subsequent

hearing been complied with?


3. Have the issues to be determined at the Final Hearing been identified 

and recorded in the draft PHR order?


4. Which witnesses are to be called, by whom and in relation to what

issues(s)?


5. Are any experts required to give oral evidence, if so why and in 

relation to what issue(s)?


6. What is the extent of the examination in chief and cross-examination 

of each witness that is proposed?


7. Has a witness template been completed and agreed?


8. What, if any, of the written evidence is agreed or not in issue

(and accordingly is to be read by the Court on that basis)?


9. Are interpretation facilities necessary and if so have they been 

directed and/or arranged (Note the special arrangements to be 

made for deaf signing)?


10. Are any facilities needed for a party or witness with a disability.  If

so have arrangements been made?


11. Are any special measures or security measures applied for in relation

to vulnerable or intimidated witnesses including, for example, live video

link, screens or witness support.  If so what are the arrangements, if any,

that are directed to be made?

12. Is it intended that the child will attend to see the judge and/or give 

evidence at the Final Hearing and have the arrangements been agreed

and made?


13. Is any evidence to be taken indirectly by live video link eg: for an

expert or witness who is overseas or otherwise unable to attend Court.

If so have the arrangements been made?


14. Are any video or audio recordings to be used and if so:

a) have the relevant excerpts of the recording been agreed?

b) have agreed transcripts been obtained? And

c) have the arrangements been made to view/listen to the recordings?


15. Are there questions of law to be determined, and if so when should

the submissions be heard and what provision should be made for the

consideration of the authorities and skeleton arguments that will be required?


16. Is there a recommended reading list for the Court?


17. What is the timetable for the Final Hearing including opening and

closing submissions and judgment/reasons?


18. What is the estimated length of the Final Hearing?


19. Who is/are the Judge/Magistrates nominated to conduct the

Final Hearing?


20. Where is the venue for the Final Hearing?


21. Does the Practice Direction (Family Proceedings: Court Bundles)
(2000) 1 FLR 536 apply to the Final Hearing and/or are any other

case management documents to be updated, prepared filed and 

serviced by the parties and if so: by whom and when?


22. Are the proceedings ready for Final Hearing and have all steps and

directions been complied with so that the PHR can be dispensed with

or considered by the Court in the absence of the parties?
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
