Housing Options (HO) will complete a Housing Needs Assessment 

and, as part of homelessness investigations, will contact parents, 

relatives or friends to see if Young Person (YP) can return home. 

This may include a home visit. HO contact CYP and/or YOS to see if 

YP is known to them or for any additional information. 

 

YP is homeless.  HO 

contact Riverside for 

accommodation  

YP returns home as not 

homeless 

HO make referral to First Contact Team (if not open case) or relevant Locality Duty Social 

Worker (if existing case) for assessment to be undertaken 

 

No vacancies or risk too high to 

YP or YP poses too high risk to 

others in shared housing 

YP is accommodated for 12 weeks. 

HO and, if appropriate, CYP worker 

look for alternative housing for the 

end of this period 

Relevant worker completes commissioning referral form and application for funding 

authorisation and submits to manager to be forwarded to Service Directors for approval. 

If approved commissioning will secure placement  

CYP to notify HO of outcome of referral
