Where a joint visit is not possible, consultation will take place by
phone with the fostering social worker.

Fostering Officer requests PNC checks and checks the
electronic case recording system for all adults aged over
16 years in the home

Fostering Officer completes home visit to obtain as much
information as possible about the suitability of the carers and their
home environment in accordance with Schedule 4. Information
leaflet shared with carers.
