In addition to the minimum recommendation of fitting smoke alarms on every floor, it is a requirement that rooms used as sleeping accommodation by fostered children will be fitted with a smoke alarm.

Looking after smoke alarms 

· Once a week test each alarm by pressing the test button till the alarm sounds. 

· Once a year change the battery (unless it's a ten-year alarm). 

· Twice a year open the case and gently vacuum the inside using the soft-brush attachment to remove dust from the sensors. If it doesn't open, vacuum through the holes. 

· After 10 years it's best to get a whole new alarm

How to make your house a safe home: 

Fit a smoke alarm and check it regularly

Make a fire action plan so that everyone in your house knows how to escape in the event of fire

Take care when cooking with hot oil and think about using thermostatically controlled deep fat fryers
Never leave lit candles unattended
Ensure cigarettes are stubbed out and disposed of carefully
Never smoke in bed
Keep matches and lighters away from children
Keep clothing away from heating appliances
Take care in the kitchen! Accidents whilst cooking account for 59% of fires in the home
Take special care when you are tired or when you've been drinking. Half of all deaths in domestic fires happen between 10pm and 8am.
Make Your Home Child Safe

It's crucial to be aware that children can start a fire in moments - but only if they can get hold of materials that can start a fire.

Keep matches and lighters out of reach (and out of sight) of children.
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
