
Planned External Placement - Placing A Child With A Foster Carer, Approved By Gateshead 
Council Who Lives Out Of The Borough (Usually In A Neighbouring Authority)  
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Care Plan detailing placement needs prepared by SW 
and analysis of risk prepared jointly with fostering 

Fostering search and identify a potential 
placement 

Consultation will take place with key education and 
health personnel by the Child’s Social Worker to 

ensure that the Child’s educational and health needs 
can be met including any specialist needs 

SW and SW Manager and Fostering Manager agree 
placement is appropriate 

In high risk circumstances, (as determined by Senior Management) the area Local 
Authority is consulted with (as a matter of good practice), providing the Risk 

Assessment and Care Plan, and also as appropriate the Police, and any 
perspectives shared by them taken into account in the decision making process 

Children and parents to be consulted as 
appropriate 

IRO will be informed for their 
perspectives 

Decision is made to place 
Child/arrangements made to place Child 

Letters of notification forwarded to the area 
authority, including health and education 

BEFORE the placement.  Admin of relevant 
team to forward these letters following the 

instructions of the SW and then send copy to 
Business Support Fostering-FAO
