
Pathway of Assessment for 16/17 Year old’s 
Youth Homelessness Open to Services

Young Person Homeless or at Risk of Homelessness

Young Person 
Supported to Return 

Home

Young Person 
Continues to be 
Accommodated

Young Person is unable to live with family/friends

All efforts to return young people home exhausted 
for the time being

Young Person moves into accommodation, following 
Corporate Parenting Manager agreement

Worker explains that a Child and Family Assessment  
will be completed with the Young Person*

* Leaflet explaining Child & 
Family Assessment and the 

outcomes of this to be discuss 
and shared with the Young 

Person

 After 4 weeks of housing, a request to the relevant 
social care team will be made**

** Relevant Social Care 
Team is the area in which 
the young person has had 

their last settled (6 months) 
accommodation

Social Worker completes a holistic Social Care 
Assessment regarding the Young Person’s current and 

future needs.
Staff to continue to work with Young Person to 

support them home

PS has oversight of the assessment and approval of 
completed assessment is sought via Team Manager

1. Young Person is not 
a Child in Need, Young 

Person does not 
become CiC

Young Person is a Child 
in Need and meets 
S20, Young Person 
becomes Child In 

Care***

1. If a Young Person is not 
assessed as having unmet 

needs under S17, then each of 
these Young People will be 

reviewed on a monthly basis at 
the Young Peoples Housing 

Operations Meeting to ensure 
oversight and move on

*** If the Young Person 
declines Looked After status the 
Corporate Parenting Manager 
will be notified of the Young 
Peoples Housing Operations 

Meeting.
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Manager inputs to case notes 
and authorisation requiring a 

planning meeting within 
48hours with YP and NEST.
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
