CYP Access Team will notify the Harmful Behaviour Team who will screen 

information within 72 hours.  

Following triage assessment HBS will decide if referral should be made to 

another CAMHS team and ensure it is sent & received by correct hub for 

further follow up.   

If referral is accepted, 

Harmful behaviour service 

will open to HBS RIO 

caseload, liaise with 

referrer and triage the 

family in first instance.  

If referral is not accepted 

but consultation is 

indicated: CYP Access 

team will advise referrer 

to book HBS case
