Record full name, aliases, date of birth, 
gender, ethnicity  

EDD, address and practitioner full name 

and details.  

Concern Identified 
Obtain Consent - Agreement with 

parent/carer to proceed with EHAT 

Agree action plan and agree the next review 
date, (3 months best practice, sooner if 

required) Record this date on the TAF form in 

the portal. 

The first TAF Meeting should be completed within 10 days of the 
assessment completion date. 

Agree on the Lead Professional at the 10 day TAF Meeting 
You will receive a call from the EHAT team on the day of the 

arranged meeting date to ask if the TAF is going ahead – once 
confirmed the team will delegate TAF paperwork for completion in 

the portal.  

Call the EHAT Team on  
0151 233 5772 

to check if there is an 
EHAT already open or 

services already involved. 

Access the Portal via the link 
provided in email from EHAT 

Team.  Login using your email 
address and password and 

the passcode code sent via an 

automated email   

Complete the assessment in the 
portal by the due date.  Record the 

TAF meeting date. 
 Save a copy of the assessment 

form prior to submitting. 

Undertake assessment with the 
family within the 28 day timeframe. 

Ensure all sections are completed.
