What are we worried about? (Analysis of Risks/needs/ wellbeing /progress of plan /significant events or changes)

What is working well? (Analysis of Safety /Strengths /Protective Factors /progress of plan/significant events or changes)

What needs to happen? (Safety/ Wellbeing/ Stability/Success plan including resources / closure / step down. Contingency plan - if the plan is not working what needs to happen, what will the family/carer/network do in an emergency or crisis?)
View of young person/Family

Visiting by SW/PA and contact with child/young person/parents - including when the child or young person was seen, visiting frequency and purpose linked to the plan
Key dates: e.g. Health appointments, CP conference, Looked After Review, Court dates
Key Information: e.g. Family and/or friends’ network, key professionals, location of chronology and genogram
