
 

Child thought to be at risk of or 

experiencing CSE 

 

Consider CSE indicators to help 

determine level and type of risk 

Child needs low level of help 

around potential of exploitation 

(advice / awareness raising) – 

indicators suggest LOW risk 

Child needs more intensive 

help around actual or likely 

CSE – indicators suggest 

MEDIUM or HIGH risk  

 Reflect level / type of 

need in EHA / Single 

assessment; 

 Create plan that 

addresses need, 

including referral for 

services ( eg 

Barnardos Reach 

Out); 

 Contact Evolve Team 

for advice / support as 

needed. 

Refer child to Evolve (for Early 

Help cases, referral made via 

the MASH)
