Variation to the Terms of a Foster Carers Approval

Where a foster placement is identified for a child and would be within the usual fostering limit but outside of the foster carer's terms of approval, a variation to their approval is required. 

When a child is to be placed outside a foster carers' approved age range or other aspect of their approved terms in an emergency, this can occur and any such decision can last for up to 6 working days. If before the end of the 6 working day period it is proposed that the child should remain a 'mini' household review should be held to consider if the carer has the capacity to meet the child's needs in the context of the needs of other children in the household. A decision to change a foster carer's terms of approval can be implemented immediately if the foster carer provides written agreement to the change and there is a written statement concerning the foster family's support needs.
