DISABLED CHILDREN & YOUNG PEOPLE
 Decision Making Criteria
The eligibility criteria for the Children with a Disability Teams (Social Care) are:

1
Children and their families whose main need for services arises out of the children’s disabilities or intrinsic condition

And

2
These conditions have a substantial or critical impact on the quality of the child/young persons or/and their families lives;

And

3
The needs cannot be met by Universal/Targeted services alone.

To meet the needs of disabled children, young people and their families, we have to be as fair and as consistent as we can in assessing and allocating services. Therefore our judgements and decisions are based on the assessment and take particular account of the following

1. The impact that caring for a disabled child or young person is having on the family as a whole.

2. The possibility that the child or young person may require an alternative care arrangement or that there may be concerns as to the child’s safety and/or welfare.

The Children’s Disability Teams will carry out an assessment in partnership with the family and the child / young person to identify the needs of the family based on this criterion. To determine the level of need the assessment will consider (for example):
· Disturbed nights



· Manual Handling

· Personal care

· Challenging behaviour

· Coping capacity of primary carer

· Health of Carer

· Number of disabled children in the household

· Ages of children

· Availability of universal & targeted services
· Needs parents would ordinarily be expected to meet for their child
